Jo’s Report

Well we prepared for it over a number of years, it came, some saw, some played, some worked, some worked extremely hard, some dodged the work, some won, some didn’t and then it was over.  By lunch time on Monday 20th October the marquees were gone as were the grandstands, Subi screen and 95 percent of the campers and horses.  

When I took over as State Secretary early in 2000 and finally got a handle on the position I had a number of goals that I really wanted to achieve.  One was to increase our funding with the Department of Sport and Recreation and the other was to host successful Nationals in Western Australia.  I knew I could achieve the first without any problems, in 2000 our funding was $9,000 annually today we are locked into a triennial funding agreement of $23,000 per annum.  The second goal was always going to be the hardest to achieve but with a lot of hard work by a lot of people we succeeded in putting together quite the spectacular.

I was asked by Charlie Grills on clean up day if I would do it again and my immediate thoughts were ‘no’, however on reflection I feel I’m more aware of what did and what didn’t work, where we were successful and where we were not.  Information sharing is not something that any of us can keep close to our chests if Australia wants to continue to be the best in the world.  Any information that I have gained and attained throughout this process will be handed over to the Victorian Association for Ballarat Nationals.

What problems we encountered were mainly administration issues as there are no previous States records to follow.  The PAA sets guidelines for States hosting Nationals but there are no policies or protocols in place for any State to pick up on.  This can be as simple as the PAA saying you must have score pads in quadruplicate.  National Championships are a PAA event, if they want quadruplicate then they must supply standard score pads for this event.  Consequently four weeks after questioning this issue a box of score pads arrived in the mail, thus saving us a few more dollars.

Our volunteers were the lynch pin of our Nationals if we didn’t have all these people we would have been truly overwhelmed.  There are so many people that need to be thanked and for fear of leaving someone off I choose not to name them at this time.  

Yes, it is much easier to go to someone else’s event, but we did it well on home soil and that’s what matters.  Congratulations to everyone involved in running the 2008 Griffin Energy Australian National Polocrosse Championships.  Thank you to all our sponsors and members that put up their plant and equipment in preparation for Nationals.  Congratulations also to our winners, runners up and all the people that picked up individual awards.

Looking to the future I now have some renewed enthusiasm and a few more goals for polocrosse in WA and Australia.
